The National Reconciliation Week theme for 2024, Now More Than Ever, isa
reminderto all of us that no matter what, the fight forjustice and the rights of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people will —and must —continue. The dates
for NRW remain the same each year; 27 May to 3 June. These dates commemorate
two significant milestones in the reconciliation journey — the successful 1967
referendum, and the High Court Mabo decision, respectively.

Whilst we acknowledged Reconciliation Week, we are continuing to develop our
Reconciliation Action Plan (RAP)which drives us to sustainably and strategically take
meaningfulaction to achieve reconciliation. We invite and encourage members of
our community to join our Working Group to contribute to the RAP which serves as
our formal statement of commitment to reconciliation.
